Whitehawk Community Hub Proposal Update Issue 2 June 2010 

Introduction

Welcome to this second update where we bring you up to date on the project and in particular how we are proposing to further consult and involve you.

On 30/04/10 the Planning Committee approved the application for the Wellsbourne Centre the Whitehawk Community Hub Development. The permanent exhibition of the proposals remains up at Whitehawk Library and Whitehawk Primary School. WellsbourneHealth Centre

Both practices have now settled into their new premises and are continuing to register new patients. At the Broadway Surgery Dr Amin has had a baby boy and will be back from maternity leave in September, in the meanwhile there is another female doctor (Dr Saramatunga ) covering her surgeries. The practice has also just appointed an extra nurse and phlebotomist (person to take bloods). At Whitehawk practice, Doctors Tawfic and Dr Anita continue to offer services as usual. There are now signs directing pedestrians from Whitehawk Way towards the back pathway to the Children’s Centre and GP Surgeries.

This back pathway has been visited by a council officer and a representative from the Disability Forum and consideration is being given to how it can be improved.

Issues have also been raised about the opening hours of Lloyds Pharmacy. They have confirmed that they are open  Monday to Friday 8.30 to 6.30 and Saturday 9 to 5, and do not close for lunch.  They are also offering housebound patients a delivery service.

Roundabout Children’s Centre

Whitehawk Primary School

The scheduled start on site date is June 14 2010 for the Reception Classrooms with the old dining hall being demolished at half term. 
Construction of the new dining hall will commence at the same time as the library on August 16 2010 to allow time for the bats to be re housed from the caretaker’s house prior to demolition.

Completion of the reception classrooms is still scheduled prior to Easter 2011 to enable decant of the reception classes into the new extension during the holidays. The new dining hall will be completed in the summer 2011

Library

Youth and community centre 

The Youth and Community Centre will not need to close until after September 2011 when the new hub opens, and the commitment remains to work with everyone involved to find alternative accommodation within the Community Hub and other local venues. During the public consultation process for the Whitehawk Hub it was made clear that the flexible space within the main building of Whitehawk Hub would be used as flexibly as possible for the benefit of the community. It will accommodate Integrated Youth Support Service delivery, voluntary sector provision and community groups. At the moment work is taking place looking at the design of the accommodation ensuring maximum flexibility of use. 

One exciting development already is the engagement of young people from Whitehawk in a mural project sponsored by Westridge the contractors. The project starts in June and involves the painting of the outside hording boards round the site. It is hoped that the ethos of involvement will continue to develop through out the build.

Transport and access

During the development of the co location scheme transport issues were considered, these included consideration of re-routing buses and moving bus stops but this was not considered as necessary by transport experts as the area is well served in terms of pubic transport.

As part of the co-location project we are upgrading the footpaths provided by the health centre and this includes providing the necessary lighting to make the areas safer at night.  As part of the design development of the co-location project we undertook the discussions with colleagues in transport over access by public transport who suggested real time bus information would benefit the development and consequently this is included in the project.  These proposals together give reasonable level access to all the facilities including the medical centre along safe lit paths from exiting bus stops which are not that far away.
