At Brighton Museum & Art Gallery, work is underway to create an innovative new World Stories: Young Voices gallery, opening 23 June 2012 to mark the London 2012 Games. 

The new gallery will explore six different aspects of the World Art collection: Inuit ivories and related material; Iranian art; burial items from the Peruvian archaeological collection; West African football; masks and sculpture from the pre-eminent New Ireland (Papua New Guinea) collections; and textiles and photographs from Kachin State, Burma (Myanmar). These stories are being developed in partnership with local young people, and with the active involvement of communities from around the world featured in the new displays. Young people will also help create an exciting summer programme of special events to celebrate the opening of the new gallery.

The current James Henry Green Gallery of World Art at Brighton Museum & Art Gallery will be closing on 3 January 2012 to make way for the new gallery.

Radical Bloomsbury: The Art of Duncan Grant and Vanessa Bell,

1905-1925

The Bloomsbury artists have long been associated with Sussex through their Charleston home. The unconventional household was often depicted in their paintings and Charleston itself is a distillation of what has come to be known as the ‘Bloomsbury style’. Radical Bloomsbury looks at the unique painting partnership of Duncan Grant and Vanessa Bell and explores the relationship between the Bloomsbury artists and the avant-garde from 1905 to 1925. It demonstrates how these Bloomsbury painters were among the earliest British artists to look at new developments in Europe and the importance of their role in modernising British art. The exhibition focuses on painting, but also includes painted room panels, screens and some textiles.

Loans include pictures from national and regional galleries throughout England and from private collectors, including some works that are rarely publicly displayed.

Dress for Excess: Fashion in Regency England

This year-long fashion exhibition gets a fresh lease of life with a new selection of beautiful Regency period costumes. The exhibition celebrates the 200th

anniversary of the Regency Act by looking at the life of George IV as prince, regent and king through fashions of the late Georgian period.

Explore the themes of 18th century dress, neoclassicism, military, and industrial wear presented through a carefully selected set of stunning original 18th and 19th century pieces, displayed throughout the palace. The exhibition includes the new Prince Regent Gallery, upstairs in the Royal Pavilion, which is dedicated to George. On display are items of dress he wore, from a beautifully printed banyan of the 1770s, to his huge breeches worn towards the end of his life.

The most spectacular item is George’s extravagant coronation robe, on loan from Madame Tussauds, Merlin Entertainments Group, and not seen in public for 30 years. This is only the second time a fashion exhibition has been held in the former royal palace and it brings to life not only the Royal Pavilion’s architecture but its rich collections of furniture, textiles and decorative arts. If you have visited the exhibition already, then come again and enjoy this new selection of fine Regency costumes.

Ragamala: Paintings from India

Come along and see this unique display of exquisite Indian miniature paintings.

Ragamalas, generally described as ‘music-inspired’ paintings, flourished between the 15th and 19th centuries.

Painted under royal patronage they illustrate moods and feelings, the most common being love and devotion. This exhibition highlights the strikingly varied styles of Ragamalas produced throughout the Indian subcontinent and reveals the symbolism and emotion contained within these intensely coloured and detailed miniature paintings. The exhibition is based on the collection of Claudio Moscatelli, accompanied by Indian miniature paintings from Brighton Museum’s own collection. Also on display are artworks created by Young Carers from Brighton & Hove, in response to the Ragamalas.

Dreams of Here

New work by Julian Bell, Tom Hammick and Andrzej Jackowski

18 February – 10 June 2012

The exhibition will focus on new work by three painters and printmakers who are all nationally recognised and have strong connections to Sussex. Andrzej Jackowski, Tom Hammick and Julian Bell all work self-consciously within the tradition of figurative painting, sometimes using the immediate environment as inspiration for their art yet creating images that reference wider, universal aspects of human existence.  

Julian Bell works within a realistic tradition, his paintings depicting modernistic landscapes, both rural and urban, the people and architecture in his immediate surroundings. Tom Hammick’s large new paintings and prints draw on his experiences with family and home, but unlike Bell he abstracts his subject matter into simple formal compositions.  Andrzej Jackowski will show an installation of new drawings entitled The Voyage, a series of images inviting viewers to participate in mythic narratives.   

Daughter of England: Princess Charlotte Augusta of Wales (1796-1817)

10 March 2012 – March 2013

The Royal Pavilion

In March 2012 the Royal Pavilion is holding an exhibition devoted to the short life and tragic early death in childbirth of Princess Charlotte Augusta of Wales, the only child of George, Prince of Wales, later George IV, and Princess Caroline of Brunswick. Referred to by contemporaries as the Daughter of England, Charlotte would have become Queen had she outlived her father and grandfather and Queen Victoria is unlikely to have succeeded to the throne. The public outpouring of grief after her death was exceeded only by that which followed the death of Diana, Princess of Wales. For the first time in a generation, Brighton Museum’s extensive collection of material related to the Princess will be displayed, supplemented by loans from museums and private collections.
